· Runway Orientation: 2 & 20 (two-zero) Runway 2 is right-hand pattern, runway 20 is left-hand pattern.  All traffic remains on the east side of the airport.  
· Pattern Info:  See above… Please note there is a mountain (3,800’ MSL) adjacent to the runway at midfield. The downwind leg for 2 & 20 can be made on the east side (far side from the runway) of the mountain.  For runway 2, make final approach over Woody Lake (located on the sound end of the runway).
· Wind Sock:  West side at mid-field.  NOTE…the winds in the Valley rotate constantly.  This causes the windsock to show erroneous wind directions.  Use CAUTION!

· Prior to Full-Stop Landing:  The terrain (mountains) rises up on both sides of the airport.  This can cause orientation problems while in the pattern and also greatly affect your depth perception.  Please watch your airspeed and altitude!  We require all pilots landing at High Valley to fly a minimum of one missed approach or touch-n-go prior to your full-stop landing.  We “recommend” that if it your first time here, to shoot several approaches and/or touch-n-goes to help orientate yourself to the runway and the surrounding terrain.  
· Final Note:  High Valley is a Private airport!  For everyone’s safety, all pilots must be approved for landing by Frank Cheek prior to your arrival at High Valley.  Please call us on the phone first!
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
