Aircraft construction and building logs/photographs inspected by EAA Technical Advisor on 4 June 2006 (wings and empennage), and again on 5 May 2007. On last inspection, EAA Technical Advisor brought other aircraft builders and pilots to see the project. On both written Technical Advisor Reports, which are mailed by the Technical Advisor to EAA Aviation Center, it was stated in the comments section “Excellent workmanship and a very well organized project”.

Detailed written construction/color photo log maintained, to include copies of EAA Technical Advisors Technical Advisor reports mentioned above.

NOTE: The following modifications/changes were made by the builder:

FUSELAGE: For additional strength where the engine mount flanges are attached to the firewall, I made and installed two 1/8” thick galvanized steel backing plates, similar in size to the engine mount flanges, between the upper engine bolt flanges and the back of the firewall. 

For additional strength, the baggage bulkhead was reinforced w/extruded 6061 T-6 aluminum angle instead of the thin L-angle supplied with the kit.

WINGS: Two rows of skin stiffeners, made of ½” x ½” x 1/16” 6061 T-6 extruded aluminum angle, were added to the underside of the upper skins and one row of skin stiffeners were added to the lower wing skins. The skin stiffeners are being used in a non-structural location to reduce oil-canning of the upper/lower skins, common on the Zenith 601XL and 701 aircraft. This oil-canning is sometimes seen on the upper inboard skin panels of 601XL aircraft, both on the ground and in-flight. Wing stiffeners using aluminum angle is common on other metal wing light sport aircraft and commercially build aircraft (Piper/Cessna).
