Dear Aviator:

Thank-you for inquiring about arriving or departing from Grand Forks International or Fargo Hector Field.  On May 18, 2008 it became mandatory for all General Aviation (GA) aircraft flights arriving in to and departing from the United States to submit an eAPIS flight plan to U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP).
It would be beneficial for you to set up your eAPIS account so that you are in compliance with the new regulations.  The pilot is ultimately responsible for the submission of the inbound and outbound eAPIS plan.  However, he may designate a person or entity to file it on his behalf.
KEY POINTS

1) You must have an email address to participate in eAPIS.

2) It is highly recommended that you take the tutorial before setting up your eAPIS account.  The tutorial can be found at: http://apps.cbp.gov/eAPIS-pa/

When considering Grand Forks or Fargo as your arrival/departure airport call 
GFK (701-772-3301) or FAR (701-241-8124) and speak with a CBP officer to make arrangements for your arrival inspection.  
If you have submitted your GA eAPIS plan and have not received an email reply from CBP in a timely manner you may contact GFK or FAR by sending an email to: eastndairports@cbp.dhs.gov.  If a CBP Officer is on duty at GFK or FAR he will receive your email, review our database to see if your eAPIS plan has been received and send you a reply with instructions.  You should follow up with a phone call and speak with a CBP officer to confirm your arrival arrangements.
