These operating limitations form a part of the Special Airworthiness Certificate issued for the airplane
described above and must be displayed in the aircraft in accordance with 14 CFR §91.203(b).

No person may operate this aircraft for other than the purpose of exhibition to exhibit the aircraft, or
participate in events in accordance with § 21.193(d) or § 21.193(e). Additionally, this aircraft shall be
operated in accordance with applicable air traffic and general operating rules of part 91, and all
additional limitations prescribed herein and as described in the owner operator's program letter.
These operating limitations are a part of FAA Form 8130-7, Special Airworthiness Certificate, and
are to be carried in the aircraft at all times and made available to the pilot in command of the aircraft

No person may operate this aircraft unless Form 8130-7 is displayed at the cabin or cockpit entrance
so that it is visible to passengers or flightcrew members, the word * EXPERIMENTAL" is displayed in
accordance with 14 CFR § 45.23 and the aircraft contains the placards and markings required by 14
CFR § 91.9. The pilot in command of this aircraft must advise passengers of the experimental nature
of this aircraft and that it does not meet the certification requirements of a standard certificated
aircraft

The owner/operator of this aircraft must submit an annual program letter to the geographically
responsible FSDO where the aircraft is based. All operations must be conducted in accordance with
these limitations and the program letter. A copy of the program letter and any amendments must be
carried on board the aircraft anytime the aircraft is being operated. The program letter must contain
the following information: 1) the aircrafts home base, 2) the name of the person responsible for the
operation and maintenance of the aircraft, 3) a list of events at which the aircraft will be exhibited.
This list of events may be amended, as applicable, by letter or fax to the FSDO 48 hours prior to the
intended operation amendments.

The pilot in command of this aircraft must hold an appropriate category/class rating

5. This aircraft is prohibited from flight with any externally mounted equipment unless the equipment is

permanently mounted in a manner that will prevent in-flight jettison, and there is an entry in the
aircraft records indicating that flight testing has been accomplished with this equipment installed

Except for takeoffs and landings,( within class B, C, D, or E surface airspace designated for the
airport, or 5 NM whichever is greater), this aircraft may not be operated over densely populated
areas or in congested airways, except in compliance with 14 CFR § 91.119, or in an emergency
situation. When exercising this authorization, the pilot in command must request a departure route
that will avoid densely populated areas and congested airways whenever possible

No person may be carried in this aircraft during the exhibition of the aircraft's flight capabilities,
performance, or unusual characteristics at airshows, or for motion picture, television, or similar
productions, unless essential for the purpose of the flight. Passengers may be carried during the
flights to and from any event outlined in the program letter or during proficiency flying, limited to the
design seating capacity of the aircraft and subject to the regulatory prohibition on compensation. The
